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IBA Small Matching Grants Program
Audubon Connecticut is currently seeking proposals from Audubon chapters, landowners, universities, and organizations for projects at identified Important Bird Areas (IBA) that advance Audubon’s priorities for 2016, which include 1) increasing awareness about Important Bird Areas, 2) improving, restoring and protecting habitat, 3) gaining a greater understanding of the abundance and distribution of our priority bird species; and 4) implementing conservation strategies put forth in IBA Conservation Plans and other strategic plans.
A total of $10,000 in funding is available. Individual projects are eligible for up to $2,500 each and a minimum of 1:1 match of funds, goods or services is required.  Special focus is given to proposals under $1,000.  IBA Small matching grant funds cannot be used to cover overhead.  Proposals will be reviewed by the Audubon Connecticut Science Committee.   Deadline for submissions is Nov. 11th, 2016.
